Passionately committed to education

When one looks at the life and times of former Hong Kong Governor Sir
Edward Youde, it comes as little surprise to find that he distinguished himself
both in the field of foreign affairs as well as in helping to make the pursuit of
higher education accessible to the citizens of Hong Kong. Sir Edward Youde's
career is notable for not only his numerous foreign postings, particularly in
China and Hong Kong, but also for his unyielding belief in the value of
education. Upon being named to succeed Sir Murray Maclehose as the 26th
Governor of Hong Kong on May 20, 1982, Sir Edward exhibited a tireless
dedication to improving the welfare and existence of Hong Kong'’s

population.

As Hong Kong Governor and links to Asia

With over 30 years of experience in foreign service, including ten years in
China, Sir Edward Youde was one of the most uniquely qualified of Hong
Kong's 29 governors to serve the territory. Not only was Sir Edward a graduate
of London University’s School of Oriental and African Studies, he also spoke
and read Chinese, a fact which obviously endeared Sir Edward to a broad
spectrum of Hong Kong citizens. However, it was Sir Edward's pragmatic
nature and profound understanding of both Hong Kong and China’s history
and culture which enabled him to become one of the territory’s most popular

ZOVErnors.

As a former Ambassador to Beijing, Sir Edward had already established his
sensitivity and co-operation with the mainland government, a trait which
would serve him well as he embarked on one of the most ambitious and
historical chapters in Hong Kong history, the signing of the Joint Declaration
berween China and the United Kingdom.
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Contribution to Hong Kong education

When Sir Edward became the 26th Governor of Hong Kong in 1982, there
was a staggering dearth of tertiary education opportunities available to the
territory’s post-secondary students. The tertiary institutions in Hong Kong
were able to accommodate less than 2% of Hong Kong's secondary school
graduates. This lack of facilities and quality education meant that the best
and brightest of Hong Kong's students were forced to go overseas in order
to study at a higher level, if they were lucky enough to come from a household
which could afford it. For the overwhelming majority of Hong Kong's

secondary school graduates, a higher education was not a viable option.

The priority that Sir Edward Youde placed on education, particularly the
ability for students to complete a Degree Programme in Hong Kong,
eventually bore fruit. By 1996, a total of 18% of secondary school graduates
could study in Hong Kong tertiary institutions. There are many reasons for
the momentous increase. However, one of the principle factors is the dogged
effort of Sir Edward Youde. During Sir Edward’s years as governor, he
oversaw the opening of the City Polytechnic of Hong Kong (now the City
University of Hong Kong) in 1984 and was the motivating force behind the

establishment of the Hong Kong University of Science and Technology.

In honour of the tireless commitment of Sir Edward Youde to education, the
Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fund was established in April 1987 under the
Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fund Ordinance to manage pub]ic donations
made in memory of the late Governor. To honour the spirit of the man the
Fund is named after, the primary goal of the Sir Edward Youde Memorial

Fund was to promote education and encourage research.

The investment of the Fund was dealt with by the Board of Trustees and the
application of its income by the Council. Six major award schemes are
administered by the Council foer secondary and tertiary students in Hong
Kong in recognition of their academic achievement and leadership qualities.

They are:

= Fellowships and Scholarships for Overseas Studies (including disabled
students);

* Fellowships and Scholarships for Local Studies;

= Awards for Disabled Students;

+ Prizes for Cutstanding Senior Secondary Students;

¢ Medals for Best Performers at Public Examinations;

+ Visiting Professorship Scheme.

The Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fund has been an invaluable resource for
a diverse group of Hong Kong students. For instance, in 1995-96 a total of
HK$11.93 million was spent on the six award schemes. 14 students, including
one disabled student, were awarded fellowships or scholarships for
postgraduate or undergraduate study overseas. Locally, 44 postgraduate

research students were awarded fellowships and 82 undergraduate, diploma

or certificate students scholarships. Awards were also made to 3 students

who performed best in public examinations, 22 disabled students at tertiary,
secondary and post-secondary levels as well as 682 outstanding senior

secondary students nominated by their schools.

An opportunity was found which afforded these scholars a chance to not
only help the Sir Edward Youde Memeorial Fund flourish but also help to aid

the community of Hong Kong.

With the active support of Lady Pamela Youde and the encouragement of
the late Honourable Stephen Cheeng, former Fund Council Chairman, the
idea of setting up an association among recipients of the Fellowships and
Scholarships came into the mind of a group of young and active scholars in
1990. In March 1992, with Lady Youde as Honorary Patron, the Association
of the Fellows and Scholars of the Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fund was

officially formed and later renamed Sir Edward Youde Scholars Association.

The stated goals and objectives of the Association are three-fold: the
promotion of Scholarship, Social Awareness and Solidarity among its
members. While these objectives may seem general in scope, the Three-§
mission summarizes the Association’s wish to promote learning and

education, to promote the spirit of service to the Hong Kong community

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unique coverage, the diverse and eclectic disciplines of its award recipients,
the unprecedented growth of the Trust Fund, continuing significance of the
Fund, local nature of the venture, support from prominent patrons and the

experience garnered over the past ten years,

The ability to address not only secondary school students, but also disabled
students as well as scholars both young and old, remains a vital component
to the success of the Fund. Proud to boast graduates from some of the world's
top tertiary institutions, the scope of the Fund'’s recipients encompass a
diverse litany of disciplines ranging from medicine, law and education 1o

business, social service and public service.

Through shrewd investments and generous donations, the monetary value
and resources of the fund have grown dramatically. The market value of the
Fund now stands at HK$161 million and has grown by 92% from the original
donations. Over the period since its establishment the Fund has granted
more than HK$56 million in awards and has seen the number of recipients

per year reach 856 from a figure ten years ago of 540.
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Yet, the impressive financial numbers hardly tell the whole story. Because
of the astute management of the Board of Trustees and the Council, and
because of the diligence, charity and achievements of fund recipients, there
is a great deal of trust and prestige now attached to the Sir Edward Youde
Memorial Fund. The general public’s recognition of the past achievements
of the Fund has been one of the main catalysts for a growing momentum

which has only heightened the importance of the Fund.

As the Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fund reflects on a decade of operation,
it finds itself in the enviable position of moving from strength to strength.
The growth in terms of finances, beneficiaries and categories of awards, as
well as the local nature of the venture and the unabashed support of Lady
Youde and Hong Kong’s commerce community, have ensured the Fund of

continued prosperity as it defines and fulfils its role and obligations of making

the territory a better, caring and more prosperous place to live.
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{MAJOR ACTIVITIES NEVER STOCP FOR FUND

In pursuing its objective of encouraging and promoting education and
learning for the young people of Hong Kong, the Council of the Sir Edward
Youde Memorial Fund has dutifully administered over its six major award
schemes. Upon receiving nominations from various local tertiary institutions
for the local awards and applications from individuals for the overseas
awards, rounds of selection process are administered by the Fund Council.
This is followed by an annual award presentation ceremony officiated by
Lady Youde and the Chairmen of the Fund Council and the Board of Trustees,
held around March in Hong Kong. As one of the moest influential and
beneficial contributors to Hong Kong education, the Council has seen
unprecedented growth in all six areas as well as the formation in 1996 of the

Visiting Professorship Scheme.

The Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fellowships and Scholarships for Overseas
Studies has seen a total of 39 fellowships and 45 scholarships, including two
for disabled students, granted during the past 9 years. In 1996, a total of 13
exceptional students were selected from a field of about 300 applications
for the overseas awards. And while these students should feel justly proud,
the legacy they inherit from previous winners of the overseas study awards
has set a high standard indeed. Some of the most prestigious universities in
the world, Yale, Oxford and Cambridge among them have featured past

recipients of the Fund.

A sending-off party hosted by the Fund Council is organized each year for

these winners.

Over the paslt ten years a total of 885 tertiary students have benefited from

Fellowships and Scholarships awarded by the Fund, not to mention the
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benefits that their chosen Hong Kong institutions have gained through their

earnest application of scholarship.

Established in 1988/89, the Fund scheme for disabled students at senior
secondary, post-secondary and tertiary levels has seen a total of 73 recipients
benefiting from this award. By far the largest area of the Fund to impact
Hong Kong has been the prizes awarded for outstanding secondary school
students who perform well both in their academic studies and extra-curricular
activities. A whopping total of 5,323 Hong Kong students have received

prizes in this category.

Almost an exclusive fraternity, the Sir Edward Youde Memorial Medal is a
Fund scheme which gives due recognition to first class academic
achievements in the Hong Kong Certificate of Education Examination and
the Hong Kong Advanced Level Examination. As a testament to the prestige

of these medals, only 3 outstanding students were granted these awards in

1996,

1996 saw the successful launching of a new scheme, the Visiting Professorship
Scheme, with the stated aim of promoting education and cultural exchange
berween Hong Kong and overseas countries as well as enhancing Hong
Kong's image in the research and developmental context. Professor CHUA
Nam-hai, Head of Laboratory Plant Molecular Biology, Rockefeller University,
USA, was nominated by the University of Hong Kong and awarded the visiting
professarship. The Council of the Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fund has
now decided to expand the scheme by offering two visiting professorships,

one for the Science Stream and the other for the Arts Stream.

As grateful recipients of the Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fund awards, a
number of Youde scholars have come to realize that they have a fiduciary
interest towards the development and well being of Hong Kong. Simply
put, the members of the Sir Edward Youde Scholars Association would not
be labelled the best and brightest of Hong Kong’s young people if they
lacked a social commitment to the territory. With a stated objective of
promoting scholarship, social awareness and solidarity among its members,
the Association aims 1o promote learning and education, to promote the
spirit of service to the Hong Kong community and to maintain and foster the
bonds and friendship among scholars and fellows. Towards that end, the Sir

Edward Youde Scholars Asscciation has undertaken a number of activities.

Since its formation in 1992, the Sir Edward Youde Scholars
Association has been extremely active while growing considerably. If the
present and near past is any indication, the Sir Edward Youde Scholars
Association looks to be a guiding light and pivotal force for Hong Kong in

Hong Kong has long had a history of providing some
of the finest and most ingenuous of students to
tertiary institutions in many parts of the world, where
large numbers have remained and become
successful academics and professionals, Since the
1980’s the territory has been able to attract many of
these scholars and professionals back to Hong Kong,
and to expand educational opportunities for the

young people here.

The Sir Edward Youde Memorial Fund has played a
major role in promoting scholastic excellence during
a critical expansion phase in Hong Kong education and Hong Kong’
economy. [ have been privileged to be a part of the selection process since
the beginning of the Fund Council and I have always found it to be a joy and
source of pride, as has been the case with other members, to review the
applications from the impressive cream of the student body in Hong Kong
who have compared very favourably with the creme de la creme of students
to be found in North America, Australia, Europe and China as well as other
parts of Asia. The only regret has always come from the limitation on
resources available to the Fund to support all those who were deserving of

an awarcl.

Over the last ten years many beneficiaries from the Fund, and therefore
from Hong Kong society, have been transformed into contributors to society
by serving it in varying capacities and have become successful role models
for other young people. At the same time, it has been encouraging to witness
changes in the composition of the top students, for, in line with the
development of mass education, they have come increasingly from a
broadening socio-economic background, including successful recent arrivals
from Mainland China. There have been instances of an award recipient

declining the monetary support but retaining the honour, and others who
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would not have been able to pursue educational opportunities overseas or

in Mainland China without an award.

Hong Kong's economy has changed from a primarily manufacturing base to
a service base with ever mounting sophistication in requirements. For Hong
Kong to continue with its robust future well beyond the political transition
in 1997, it must change from being mere consumers of imported knowledge
who rely on external expertise to produce indigenous creators of new
knowledge and cultivators of local expertise. This should be the case not
only in technology but in the search for new paradigms of well-being as the
Hong Kong Special Administrative Region and China, necessarily together,
implement the innovative One-Country-Two-System Concept. Under the
scheme, the Fund, a unique organization rooted in Hong Kong, and in the
service of Hong Kong, will continue to play an important role in helping the
young people of Hong Kong. The Fund's role and responsibilities will
necessarily expand because of the diminishing availability of other

scholarship schemes.

The Sir Edward Youde Scholars Association should be congratulated for
organizing this publication. As its membership expands and as it matures
rapidly into the promised leadership of society, the impact of the Fund on
society will be even more clearly appreciated in the 21st Century because its

significant contributions will be not only to Hong Kong, but also to China.

It gives me great honour to be associated with an Association which
understands not only to the need to excel and contribute, but also the
responsibility of giving back to the community. The Fund and the Association

both deserve all our best wishes for a bright future,
